I am requesting funding for Expanding Affordable Child Care Facilities in fiscal year 2025. The entity
to receive funding for this project is the City of San Diego, located at 202 C Street, Floor 11, San
Diego, CA 92101. The funding would be used for facility improvements and procurement of
prefabricated modular structures to house licensed child care on City of San Diego Parks and
Recreation space at up to three locations for up to 150 child care spots. The project is an appropriate
use of taxpayer funds because it advances the implementation of Measure H, approved by City of San
Diego voters in 2022, to allow child care on City park and recreational space and address the overall
child care scarcity throughout the City.
